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Training Programme 8 – Disability Equality in the Personalisation Agenda – Training for Adult Social Care 
Purpose of the training 

To enable participants to understand how the ‘personalisation’ agenda in social care can be used as a real opportunity to empower disabled people, to address human rights and equality issues and to develop a more efficient, effective and inclusive approach to independent living. 
Who should attend: 
The training is aimed at those working in the health and social care sector in any capacity, or voluntary or private sector organisations that are involved in delivering services on behalf of local authorities. 
Benefits of attending: 

1. Understand how to tackle common barriers faced by disabled people which mean that they cannot take full advantage of the opportunities offered by personalisation

2. Hear about successful initiatives that have already been started and get ideas for working with disabled people to set up your own projects. 

3. 3. Receive training from an expert in the area, who has worked on equality issues in social care for three years and has devised a number of projects and initiatives to improve the way that personalisation addresses the human rights and equality of disabled people.

b. Training sessions are usually delivered to groups of up to 40 people. If you want to train more than this number, it is advisable to book more than one session. 

c. The training can be adapted as a half-day or full day session, and will always be tailored to suit your particular organisation.
